FAMILY EDUCATIONAL RIGHTS &
PRIVACY ACT

The federal Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act (FERPA) of 1974 (20
U.S.C. 1232g) and regulations adopted thereunder (34 C.F.R. 99) as well as
the California Education Code (Section 67100 et seq.), set out requirements
designed to protect the privacy of students concerning their records maintained
by the campus. 

Specifically, the statute and regulations govern access to student records main-
tained by CSUMB, and the release of such records. In brief, the law provides
that the campus must provide students access to records directly related to the
student and an opportunity for a hearing to challenge such records on the grounds
that they are inaccurate, misleading, or otherwise inappropriate. The right to a
hearing under the law does not include any right to challenge the appropriate-
ness of a grade as determined by the instructor. 

The law generally requires that written consent of the student be received
before releasing personally identifiable data about the student from records to
other than a specified list of exceptions. CSUMB has adopted a set of policies
and procedures concerning implementation of the statutes and the regulations on
the campus. Copies of these policies and procedures may be obtained at the
Office of Admissions and Records. 

Among the types of information included in the campus statement of policies
and procedures are: 1) the types of student records and the information contained
therein, 2) the official responsible for the maintenance of each type of record, 3)
the location of access lists that indicate persons requesting or receiving information
from the record, 4) policies for reviewing and expunging records, 5) the access
rights of students, 6) the procedures for challenging the content of student records,
7) the cost which will be charged for reproducing copies of records, and 8) the
right of the student to file a complaint with the U.S. Department of Education.

An office and review board have been established by the Department of Edu-
cation to investigate and adjudicate violations and complaints: The Family Edu-
cational Rights and Privacy Act Office (FERPA), U.S. Department of Education,
330 C Street, Room 4511, Washington, D.C. 20202.

The campus is authorized under FERPA to release “directory information” con-
cerning students. “Directory information” includes the student’s name, address, tele-
phone listing, date and place of birth, major field of study, participation in officially
recognized activities and sports, weight and height of members of athletic teams,
dates of attendance, degrees and awards received, and the most recent previ-
ous educational agency or institution attended by the student. The above desig-
nated information is subject to release by the campus at any time unless the
campus has received prior written objection from the student specifying infor-
mation which the student requests not be released. Written objections should be
sent to the CSUMB Office of Admissions and Records.

CSUMB is authorized to provide access to student records for campus officials
and employees who have legitimate educational interests in such access. These
persons are those who have responsibilities in connection with CSUMB’s aca-
demic, administrative, or service functions, and who have reason for using stu-
dent records connected with their campus or other related academic responsibilities.
Disclosure may also be made to other persons or organizations under certain con-
ditions (e.g. as part of accreditation or program evaluation, in response to a court
order or subpoena, in connection with financial aid, and to other institutions to
which the student is transferring).

CAREER PLACEMENT
CSUMB may furnish, upon request, information about the employment of stu-

dents who graduate from programs or courses of study preparing students for a
particular career field. This information includes data concerning the average start-
ing salary and the percentage of previously enrolled students who obtained
employment. The information may include data collected from either CSUMB
graduates or graduates of all CSU campuses.

REGISTRATION FEES
Registration fees must be paid prior to registering for classes. Students who reg-

ister after January 23, 2004 will be charged a $25.00 late registration fee. A
$20.00 administrative late fee will be charged for fee payments received after
January 23, 2004. All fees and expenses are those in effect at the time this pub-
lication was printed. Fees are subject to change by the trustees of California State
University without advance notice. Fees for auditing are the same as for credit.

FEE ALLOCATION
A fee advisory committee comprised of a student majority provides advice to

the campus president about charging student fees and allocating campus-based
fee revenue. Resources from the materials, services, and facilities fee are used to
support a variety of services, and currently are allocated to support health serv-
ices, instructionally related activities, transportation, childcare, and university serv-
ices (including ID card, transcripts, campus catalog, graduation/diploma). The
allocation to transportation supports alternative modes of transportation, includ-
ing the shuttle service, but does not include a parking permit. Students who elect
to purchase a parking permit pay an additional $54 per semester.

NONRESIDENT TUITION
All nonresidents (out-of-state and foreign visa students) are required to pay

tuition fees in addition to registration fees. Nonresident tuition is charged on a
per-credit basis not to exceed $8,460 in an academic year. The current charge
is $282 per credit. Authority for this fee is found in the California Education
Code, Section 89705.

STATE UNIVERSITY FEE INSTALLMENT PAYMENT
PLAN (IPP)

Under guidelines issued by the CSU Chancellor’s Office, a fee installment
payment plan (IPP) enables students to defer payment of a portion of the state
university fee only. However, students who have financial aid, waivers, or other
deferments are not eligible to participate. To defer the state university fee, a stu-
dent must complete and sign the CSUMB state university fee IPP contract, which
is available at the Campus Service Center in building 47. A $33.00 nonre-
fundable administrative fee (dictated by legislation) will be assessed to cover
costs associated with the IPP including, but not limited to, interest income lost to
the state of California.

Students selecting the IPP option must submit the completed and signed con-
tract along with the first payment before they are allowed to register. The sched-
u le  o f  paymen t  due da tes  and amoun t s  a re  l i s ted on the s igned 
IPP contract.

A $20.00 administrative late payment fee will be assessed for each install-
ment payment not received by 6:00 P.M. on the due date. Reminders are not sent
to students, and it is each student’s responsibility to make payments on or before
the due dates listed on their contract. In addition, payments not made by the due
dates may subject your registration to cancellation, forfeiture of any fees paid to
date, and denial of this payment option in the future.

FEE COLLECTION
You must pay all fees prior to registration. Payments may be made in person

at the Campus Service Center by cash, check, or money order. Credit card pay-
ments may only be made using SmartPay online. Accepted credit cards include
MasterCard, American Express, and Discover (no Visa). Payments may also be
made online by check using eCheck. To access the online payment options, go
to CSUMB.EDU/student, click the One Stop Shop button on the left, then select
Make Your Tuition/Fee Payment Online (located in the white area of the page).
Your access PIN is the same number that you use to access BANNER Web. Your
PIN must be numeric and six digits long. If you do not have a BANNER PIN,
email banner_pin@csumb.edu. A dropbox is also available at the front of Build-
ing 84C for deposits at any time (please do not use the dropbox for cash or money
order payments). Payments made by check will be accepted by mail (please do
not mail cash or money orders). The cancelled check serves as your receipt. Mail
payments to CSUMB, Cashier’s Office, 100 Campus Center, Building 84C,
Seaside, CA 93955-8001.

FINANCIAL AID FEE DEFERRALS
The last day to apply for financial aid and receive a fee deferral for the semes-

ter is January 23, 2004. Fees will be deferred until the financial aid is received
or until April 1, 2004, whichever is earlier. If the financial aid is insufficient to cover
the fees that are due, the student is responsible for payment of the fee balance
within 10 days from the date the financial aid is disbursed. A $20.00 late fee
will be charged and a Business and Finance hold will be placed on academic
records for students with account balances after the fee deferment deadline. 

REFUND OF FEES INCLUDING 
NONRESIDENT TUITION

Regulations governing the refund of mandatory fees, including nonresident
tuition, for students enrolling at the California State University are included in Sec-
tion 41802 of Title 5, California Code of Regulations. For purposes of the refund
policy, mandatory fees are defined as those systemwide fees and campus fees
that are required to be paid in order to enroll in state-supported academic pro-
grams at the California State University. Refunds of fees and tuition charges for self-
support programs at the California State University (courses offered through extended
education) are governed by a separate policy established by the university.

In order to receive a full refund of mandatory fees, including nonresident tuition,
a student must cancel registration or drop all courses prior to the first day of instruc-
tion for the term. For the Spring 2004 semester, the deadline for canceling regis-
tration or dropping all courses is 5:00 P.M. on Friday, January 23, 2004. Information
on procedures and deadlines for canceling registration and dropping classes is
available in the Admissions and Records section of the campus catalog.

For state-supported semesters, quarters, and nonstandard terms or courses of
four weeks or more, a student who withdraws during the term in accordance with
the university’s established procedures will receive a refund of mandatory fees,

including nonresident tuition, based on the portion of the term during which the
student was enrolled. No student withdrawing after the 60 percent point in the
term (April 2, 2004 for spring semester) will be entitled to a refund of any manda-
tory fees or nonresident tuition.

For state-supported semesters, quarters, and nonstandard terms or courses of
less than four weeks, no refunds of mandatory fees and nonresident tuition will
be made unless a student cancels registration or drops all classes prior to the first
day in accordance with the university’s established procedures and deadlines.

Students will also receive a refund of mandatory fees, including nonresident
tuition under the following circumstances:
~ The tuition and mandatory fees were assessed or collected in error; 
~ The course for which the tuition and mandatory fees were assessed or

collected was cancelled by the university; 
~ The university makes a delayed decision that the student was not eligi-

ble to enroll in the term for which mandatory fees were assessed and
collected and the delayed decision was not due to incomplete or inac-
curate information provided by the student; or 

~ The student was activated for compulsory military service. 
Students who are not entitled to a refund as described above may petition the

university for a refund demonstrating exceptional circumstances, and the chief finan-
cial officer of the university or designee may authorize a refund if it is determined
that the fees and tuition were not earned by the university.

All refunds will be assessed an administrative processing fee. Refunds shall be
applied first toward any required return of funds that had been received by or
on behalf of the student from federal, state, institutional, or external sources that
were conditioned on the student’s enrollment, and second against other amounts
due to CSUMB.

Information concerning any aspect of the refund of fees may be obtained from
the Student Accounts Receivable Department.

PAYMENT OF REFUNDS 
Refunds related to a change from fulltime to part-time status for students who offi-

cially drop courses prior to the end of the add/drop period (February 9, 2004) for
fall semester) will be mailed within two weeks after the close of the add/drop peri-
od. For students who officially withdraw or cancel all of their classes prior to the 60
percent point in the term (April 2, 2004), pro-rata refunds will be mailed within three
to four weeks from the date official notification is received. Students who officially
withdraw or cancel all of their classes must turn in their ID card to the Campus Ser-
vice Center before a refund will be released.

REFUND OF REGISTRATION FEES TO TITLE 4
FINANCIAL AID RECIPIENTS

Students awarded financial aid, who are withdrawing, must see a Financial
Aid Office representative so that eligibility can be assessed, rights and respon-
sibilities can be explained, reasonable academic progress requirements can be
articulated, and future aid eligibility discussed. Financial aid students who fail to
officially withdraw may be subject to total aid cancellation. In addition, finan-
cial aid monies allocated to students may need to be refunded to Title 4 programs,
or students may need to repay a portion of the funds received if they withdraw,
drop out, are expelled, or otherwise become ineligible during the payment peri-
od. A copy of this policy is available at the Financial Aid Office and the Admin-
istration and Finance Office.

FEES AND DEBTS OWED TO CSUMB
Should a student or former student fail to pay a fee or a debt owed to CSUMB,

the university may "withhold permission to register, to use facilities for which a fee
is authorized to be charged, to receive services, materials, food, or merchandise,
or any combination of the above from any person owing a debt" until the debt
is paid (see Title 5, California Code of Regulations, Sections 42380 and 42381).

Prospective students who register for courses offered by the university are obli-
gated for the payment of fees associated with registration for those courses. Fail-
ure to cancel registration in any course for an academic term prior to the first day
of the academic term gives rise to an obligation to pay student fees including
any tuition for the reservation of space in the course.

CSUMB may withhold permission to register or to receive official transcripts
of grades or other services offered by the institution from anyone owing fees or
another debt to the institution. Debts owed to the university will be referred to a
third-party collection agency at the discretion of the university.

If a person believes he or she does not owe all or part of an asserted unpaid
obligation, that person may contact the Student Accounts Receivable Depart-
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ment. The Student Accounts Receivable Department, or another office on cam-
pus to which the person may be referred by the Student Accounts Receivable Depart-
ment, will review all pertinent information provided by the person and available
to the campus and will advise the person of its conclusions. 

If a Business and Finance hold is placed on a student’s record for nonpayment
of a fee or debt, the hold must be cleared prior to registration. Payments to clear
Business and Finance holds may be made by cash, check, money order, cashier’s
check, or credit card. Students may use current semester student loan checks to pay
prior balances provided that each student signs an Authorization for Deductions from
Financial Aid Award form. These forms are available at the Cashier’s Office.

RETURNED CHECKS
Students paying by personal check for any university-related fees or services

will be assessed a $25 service charge for the first check not honored by the bank
for any reason. The amount of the original check plus the $25 fee becomes a
financial obligation of the student to CSUMB. A $20 late fee may also apply.
A second bad check will be assessed a $35 processing charge and all subse-
quent payments will require certified check, money order, cash or credit card.
CSUMB has no control over whether a bank sends checks through a second time
for clearing.

Individuals paying registration fees by personal check are hereby given notice
that if a check is not honored by the bank for any reason, their registration is sub-
ject to cancellation. Once canceled, students will not be reinstated.  

All personal checks returned unpaid must be replaced immediately by a
cashier’s check, money order, online payment by credit card, or cash. A hold
will be placed on all academic records until payment is received. CSUMB
reserves the right to refuse to accept personal checks from individuals who have
previously had checks returned unpaid by their bank.

CAMPUS SERVICE CENTER—
THE ONE-STOP SHOP
SERVICES

The Campus Service Center has been established as the One Stop Shop to
serve current CSUMB campus community members—students, staff, and faculty.
The One Stop provides forms, information, and front counter support for Admis-
sions and Records, Financial Aid, the Cashier’s Office, and University Human
Resources. Also, the One Stop is a place where you can pay for your tuition, add
a class, get parking permits, and pick up Otter Cards (ID Card). The Campus Ser-
vice Center will either provide you with information you request or refer you to the
most appropriate campus department.

OTTER CARD SERVICES
BENEFITS

The Otter Card serves as a student’s identification card, library card, campus
shuttle and Otter Sports Center pass, discount card at participating local retail-
ers, electronic access card to certain campus buildings, and meal card for those
who purchase “Board Points” through Residential Life.

DEBIT CARD AND OTTER BUCKS
The Otter Card may be used as a debit card for use at all dining facilities,

Residence Hall laundry rooms, the campus bookstore, and selected vending and
copy machines. Students may purchase units called Otter Bucks (minimum $25.00
purchase required), which will be encoded on their Otter Card for debit card
transactions. 

WHERE TO GET THE OTTER CARD AND OTTER BUCKS
Otter Cards are available at the Campus Service Center. Otter Bucks can be

paid for at the Campus Service Center where the Otter Bucks will be encoded
on the student’s Otter Card. Students are issued one free Otter Card during their
academic career at CSUMB. Replacement of an Otter Card due to loss, theft,
name change, or damage caused by misuse or neglect is provided for a fee of
$10.00 per replacement card. Otter Bucks can only be refunded upon gradu-
ation or official leave from CSUMB.

Otter Cards are the property of California State University, Monterey Bay.
Otter Cards are nontransferable and must be used under the provisions pre-
scribed by CSUMB.

LOST, STOLEN, OR FOUND OTTER CARDS
It is the responsibility of the cardholder to report lost or stolen cards. Direct all

reports and inquires during the business day to the Campus Service Center.

PERSONAL GROWTH AND
COUNSELING CENTER

The mission of the Personal Growth and Counseling Center (PGCC) is to pro-
mote the mental health of CSUMB students in order to improve the quality of their
lives and aid them in achieving academic success. The PGCC is committed to
the development of the whole person—academically, personally, socially, spiri-
tually, and physically. The PGCC philosophy is to value the self-worth of each
individual, respect and embrace human diversity, and provide services that aid
the development of healthy behaviors necessary for success.

The PGCC provides high quality crisis intervention, counseling, consultation,
educational outreach programs, support groups, and referrals, all designed to
help students:
~ Resolve personal problems that interfere with academic success.
~ Develop healthy relationships, grow personally, and enhance 

individual potential.
~Cope with and adjust to college life and pressures.
~ Resolve life crises that threaten persistence in college.
~ Deal with problems stemming from personal life experiences, trauma, and

situational stress.
~ Learn skills to optimize decision making, problem solving, communica-

tion, stress management, and conflict resolution.

SERVICES FOR STUDENTS
The PGCC helps students succeed academically and personally and is fully

committed to providing students with the very best counseling. The following serv-
ices are available:
~ Sessions: Short-term counseling and crisis/drop-in services are offered

to CSUMB students. Services are free of charge to students and the
Center takes seriously its responsibility to respond to all students who request
services. If the counselor and student determine that more time is need-
ed than can be provided by the Center, the staff will help the student
find an appropriate professional off campus. In addition, if a student can-
not comfortably work with a particular counselor, it is possible to arrange
to see a different counselor; the PGCC is committed to making a good
fit between student and counselor. 

~Groups: Groups provide a positive learning environment for many students.
Both general and specialized groups, where students learn specific skills
in a supportive setting, are offered based on student demand and need.
Groups are scheduled at times convenient to group members.

~ Training: Specific psychoeducational training and workshops are pro-
vided for students and staff to promote the healthy growth and devel-
opment of a campus environment.

~ Peer Counseling: Peer counselors trained and supervised by the Per-
sonal Growth and Counseling Center offer support, outreach, advoca-
cy, and referrals to students and their families in a nonjudgmental and
safe environment near student residences.

CONFIDENTIALITY
Information communicated to a counselor is confidential. The fact that a stu-

dent is seeing a counselor does not appear on any academic record. Law pro-
tects the student right to confidentiality. Confidentiality may not be protected in
cases involving child abuse, suicide, homicide, and individuals who are grave-
ly disabled and unable to care for themselves. In such cases, the counselor will
be legally required to make outside reports (where appropriate) of information
obtained during counseling sessions. The PGCC counselor will always inform the
student when confidentiality must be broken and explain why.

CAMPUS HEALTH CENTER
The mission of the CHC is to provide the highest standard of medical service 

while encouraging patients to be active participants in their health care.

SERVICES AND FEES
There are generally no charges to enrolled CSUMB students for basic level

medical services and some diagnostic lab tests performed at the CHC. Medications,
some immunizations, and other augmented services are charged at a reduced
fee. There are charges for loaned equipment that is lost or damaged, copies of
medical records, and missed appointments.

Faculty, staff, and their dependents as well as student dependents are welcomed
at the CHC. All medical service is provided on a fee-for-service basis. The CHC
is a member of the Blue Cross Prudent Buyer Provider Network and can bill this
carrier if a patient is covered.

Current fee schedules and a list of services are available at the CHC.
Please note that appointments are strongly encouraged whenever possi-

ble to allow adequate time for evaluation and treatment. Walk-ins are accept-
ed, however, priority is given to previously scheduled appointments.

STUDENT HEALTH INSURANCE
All students living on campus are encouraged to have health insurance cov-

erage, with the exception of International students, who are required to have
medical coverage. Please note that the Campus Health Center (CHC) and Stu-
dent Health Insurance are separate programs. Whether or not you are covered
by the CSUMB-sponsored student health insurance, you may still use the CHC. 

If you have medical insurance prior to coming to CSUMB, you must complete
the Medical Insurance Information section of the housing section of the housing
application and return it to the Office of Residential Life.

If you do NOT have medical insurance prior to coming to CSUMB and you live
on campus, you are strongly encouraged to purchase medical insurance. CSUMB
offers student insurance through Somerton Student Insurance Inc. Somerton may be
contacted directly or pamphlets are available at the Student Information Center.

IMMUNIZATION REQUIREMENTS
Under the provisions of Executive Order No. 803 from the Board of Trustees of

the California State University, all students born after January 1, 1957 are required
to present proof of immunity against measles and rubella (MMR) prior to enrollment.

In addition, pursuant to Section 120390.5 of the Health and Safety Code, if
a student first enrolls during the Spring 2004 semester and was 18 years or
younger as of September 1, 2003, the student must present proof of immunity
to hepatitis B. The Hep B, three-shot series must be completed by the end of the
student’s second semester.

WAYS TO PROVE IMMUNITY
~ Pediatrician’s statement or record of immunizations
~ State or international immunization records
~ Primary or secondary school records
~ Immunization records from another college or university attended
~ Military records
~ Immunizations recorded in your Baby Book
~ Results of a blood test indicating Hepatitis B immunity
If verification from any of the above sources is not possible, then you will need

to do one of the following:
~ Receive the vaccine at the Campus Health Center (for a fee).
~ Receive the vaccine from a physician or clinic of your choice.
~ Have your physician order the necessary blood test(s) to determine immunity.
~ Have a blood test at the Campus Health Center (for a fee).

The CSUMB Traffic and Parking Regulations require that students parking motor

vehicles on campus purchase and display a parking permit in their vehicle. Vehi-
cles parked in the Schoonover Park and Frederick Park housing areas are exempt
from this regulation. The regulations also specify where parking is permitted (post-
ed parking lots, etc.) and where parking is prohibited (on walkways, off paved
surfaces, outside of marked parking lot stalls, etc.) Permits are required in all lots
24 hours per day, 7 days a week. A schedule of parking penalties (fines) has
been adopted to enforce the regulations. All penalties are based on compara-
ble CSU and local municipal penalty schedules. Students may obtain a copy of
the regulations from the TAPS office or online (http://police.csumb.edu.).

PARKING PERMITS
A semester parking permit can be purchased at the Campus Service Center

in Building 47 for a $54.00 fee. Students may also obtain up to two supple-
mentary permits. Proof of vehicle registration is required. Supplementary permits
are intended for students who drive more than one vehicle and do not wish to
transfer a permit among the vehicles or desire to provide occasional parking
privileges to family members. Semester supplementary permits cost $10.00 each
and are also purchased at the Campus Service Center.

Separate permits are issued for motorcycles, one per vehicle. Motorcycle per-
mits cost $13.50 per semester. A supplementary permit for a motorcycle is $1.00
per vehicle per semester. Students may obtain as many motorcycle permits as need-
ed; however, they must show their registration for each vehicle.

In addition to these options, daily or hourly parking permits can be purchased
from dispenser machines and parking meters located throughout the main campus.

SPRING 2004 PARKING PERMITS
Permits for the spring semester will be available beginning January 19, 2004

at the Campus Service Center in Building 47. Spring parking permits are required
to be displayed by February 2, 2004. 

FALL 2004 PARKING PERMITS
Fall 2004 parking permits will be available at the Campus Service Center in

Building 47. In addition, all payments (or verification of online payments) of park-
ing permit fees must be made at the Campus Service Center or Cashier’s Office.
Permits for the fall semester will be issued beginning August 16, 2004 and are
required to be displayed by September 7, 2004.

CSUMB CAMPUS SHUTTLE SERVICE
Open to all members of the campus community, the Campus Shuttle Service

covers routes that include all housing areas and major campus locations. Service
is currently offered Monday through Friday from 7:00 A.M. to 6:45 P.M. Sched-
ules will change during holidays and breaks. Shuttles run every fifteen minutes.

Students presenting a current student ID card ride the shuttle free of charge. Staff
and faculty members and other nonstudents must purchase a shuttle pass at the
Campus Service Center, or pay the daily shuttle rate of $.50. Semester shuttle pass-
es cost $35.00 and monthly passes cost $7.50. To ride the shuttle, passengers
should wait at any of the distinctively marked CSUMB shuttle stops on campus.
Riders may obtain a shuttle schedule at the TAPS Office, on any shuttle bus, in the
Police Department Conference Folder on FirstClass, on the Police Department web-
site (http://police.csumb.edu), or at the Campus Service Center.

WHEELCHAIR ACCESSIBILITY
Transportation and Parking Services provides Wheelchair Accessibility serv-

ice for students, faculty, and staff unable to ride the shuttle bus due to physical
disability. The Office of Student Disability Resources (SDR) verifies student eligi-
bility for this service. Faculty and staff eligibility is verified by the Equal Employ-
ment Opportunity (EEO) office.

A van that offers wheelchair accessibility is available. Service is offered from 7:00
A.M. to 11:30 P.M. Monday through Friday. The schedule may change during hol-
idays and breaks. Passengers should contact the TAPS Office for more information.

BICYCLES ON CAMPUS
Every person riding a bicycle on CSUMB property has all the rights and is sub-

ject to all the duties of a driver of a motor vehicle. CVC Sections 21200 through
21210 are incorporated within the Traffic and Parking Regulations and, there-
fore, are applicable on CSUMB grounds.

Bicycles are not permitted to be ridden or parked inside any CSUMB build-
ing with the exception of garages in the Schoonover Park and Frederick Park
housing areas. Bicycle riding is prohibited inside the campus quad area and
on any landscaped or lawn areas. University Police Department bicycles 
are exempted.

No bicycle shall be operated on CSUMB grounds unless the bicycle is licensed
in accordance with Division 16.7 of the California Vehicle Code (Sections 39000
to 39012).

All bicycles must be parked in the racks provided. All bicycles not parked
in racks or constituting a hazard to vehicles or pedestrians shall be subject to impound
by the University Police Department. All impounded bicycles will be released to
the owner only after a fee is paid and verification that the bicycle has a current
California bicycle license. Bicycles in the Schoonover Park and Frederick Park
housing areas do not have to park in racks, but are subject to all other provisions
of this section.

FINGERPRINTS
The TAPS office offers fingerprinting Monday through Friday from 10:00 A.M.

to 10:00 P.M. The cost for fingerprinting is $10.00 for one or two cards ($15.00
for non-CSUMB patrons) and $2.50 for each additional card during the same visit.
